Harry Sokal
Born in 1954. Harry Sokal is surely numbered among the most important "post Coltrane" saxophonists in Europe. In addition to his collaboration with a great number of major european and american jazz musicians such as beeing member of the Vienna Art Orchestra since 1977, member of the Art Farmer Quintett from 1978 till 1999, further with Art Blakey, Dave Holland, Terje Rypdal, Daniel Humair, Michel Portal, Mike Richmond, Minu Cinelu, Friedrich Gulda, Idris Muhammad, Joe Zawinul, Harry Pepl, Jene Jackson, Andy Mc Kee, amo, he initates and conducts numerous projects with national and international musicians. The playing of Harry Sokal is marked not only by his virtuosity on the instrument, but even more by his lyrical tone and the stylistically clear line he follows, always relating to the character of the piece, proving him to be one of the outstanding musicians of his land.
Heiri Kaenzig
Heiri Känzig ist in New York geboren und lebt heute mit seiner Familie in Meilen (ZH). Er gehört zu den wenigen europäischen Jazzmusikern, die auch auf amerikanischen Major Labels zu hören sind. Seine Studien brachten ihn an die Musikhochschulen von Graz und Wien sowie ans Konservatorium Zürich , wo Harald Friedrich sein Lehrer war. Die zahlreichen Verpflichtungen ermöglichten es ihm, an allen wichtigen europäischen Festivals auf der Bühne zu stehen, sei es als Leader eigener Formationen oder Projekte, sei es als geschätzter Sideman in Ensembles und Orchestern. Bemerkenswert insbesondere seine jahrelange Mitarbeit im Vienna Art Orchestra, die auf zahlreichen CD‘s dokumentiert ist. Neben seiner vielfältigen Konzert- und Aufnahmetätigkeit ist Heiri Känzig Dozent für Kontrabass, Elektrobass und Ensemble an der Fakultät 3 der Musikhochschule Luzern.

Jojo Mayer
Drummer Jojo Mayer was born in Zurich, Switzerland, on January 18, 1963. His father was bass player Vali Mayer, who brought him on tour in Europe and eastern Asia during much of his early childhood. Naturally, the musical environment rubbed off on him; he received his first drum set at age two and made his performing debut in Hong Kong just a year later. At 18 years old, he joined pianist Monty Alexander's group, which afforded him the opportunity to play the most prestigious jazz festivals in Europe, and also led to backup gigs with the likes of Dizzy Gillespie and Nina Simone. He relocated to New York City in 1991, and over the next few years he played and recorded with more experimental projects like the Intergalactic Maiden Ballet, the Screaming Headless Torsos, and John Medeski (Lunar Crush, a collaboration with the Torsos' David Fiuczynski), among others. By the mid-'90s, he was also becoming a regular at drum clinics around North America and Europe. As he became more involved in downtown New York's avant-garde scene, Mayer grew increasingly interested in experimental funk and electronica. He played with Me'Shell NdegéOcello, James Blood Ulmer, Jamaaladeen Tacuma, Vernon Reid, and DJ Spooky, in addition to his post-bop jazz commitments. He also founded Nerve, a project that integrated electronic beats with live drums and improvisation; Nerve performed at a weekly club event dubbed Prohibited Beatz, which also featured DJs spinning drum'n'bass, U.K. speed garage, and jazzy breakbeats. In the meantime, Mayer recorded with Olga Konkova, Domenico Ferrari, Harry Sokal, Sulfur, and electronica group Echo, among others.
