James Hunter
Van Morrison stated: “James is one of the best voices, and best kept secrets, in British R’n’B and Soul. Check him out”. James Hunter began his roots music career in the 1980s under the name Howlin' Wilf. His solo recordings feature rhythm & blues in the style of the 1950s, pitched between R&B, early rock & roll, and early soul. Hunter initially hooked up with Van Morrison back in the early 90’s after Morrison, tipped off by an enthusiastic Hunter fan at a newsstand in London, went to hear Hunter perform at a gig in Wales. Hunter subsequently toured extensively with Morrison, singing alongside such luminaries as John Lee Hooker, Junior Wells, Jimmy Witherspoon and Georgie Fame. He is featured on Morrison’s live album ‘A Night in San Francisco’ and the studio recording ‘Days Like This’. While still playing with Van Morrisons he releases his album ‘Believe What I Say’ in 1996 on Ace Records featuring guest appearances by Van Morrison and the late Doris Troy. In 2001 Hunter teams up with Boz Boorer, Morrissey’s lead guitarist and musical director, and release ‘Kick it Around’, on the German label Ruf Records in 2001. His latest album ‘People Gonna Talk’, produced by Liam Watson was included in Mojo’s best album top ten list of 2006 as the 8th best album of 2006.
