THE SEAN CARNEY BAND
A Columbus, Ohio native and veteran of the local scene, guitarist Sean Carney has been performing in Columbus venues for over a decade, backing blues and R&B artists Christine Kittrell, Hank Marr,  Jimmy “T-99” Nelson, Willie Pooch, Big Joe Duskin, Joe Weaver and Johnnie Bassett together with drummer Eric Blume. In his early twenties, Carney’s passion for the blues extended beyond the stage as he bolstered the scene in his hometown, organizing concerts featuring the likes of Jimmy Witherspoon and Charles Brown, writing blues-related articles, co-hosting a radio program called and serving three terms as President of The Columbus Blues Alliance. He releases ‘Provisions’, his first album, in 1998, becoming then the musical director and songwriting partner of Teeny Tucker for her album ‘First Class Woman’. In 2006 Carney and Blume formed Nite Owlz Records releasing ‘Life Of Ease’. In 2007 after an almost everlasting tour schedule, Sean Carney Band wins the 2007 International Blues Challenge and the same year Sean is awarded with the Albert King Best Guitarist Award. Since the release of his latest album ‘Live Blues On Whyte’ in 2009, the band is embarked in a world tour from Mexico to Switzerland.
