	SOKAN is a group of four percussionists. Three of the members are from Burkina Faso and the fourth, and only woman, is from France. At present, the group resides in Strasbourg. 

Issa Dembelé, Pazo Diarra and Drissa Diarra grew up in Griot families. A Griot in West Africa is a member of the cast of musicians and singers who memorizes and recites history and tradition by means of music, dance, song and poetry. In order to keep the traditional rhythm and dance alive, national theatres were founded in West Africa, and only the best artists from each different country were engaged. Issa, Pazo and Drissa come from this school. 

Anne-Yolaine Diarra, the "white pearl" of SOKAN, gives to the group its unique and inimitable character with her great talent for the djembe, with her diligence and zeal in work. 

During SOKAN's concerts, two dancers, Evelyne Mambo and Fanta Dembelé, who worked several years within the "Yelemba d'Abidjan" group, regularly accompany the four musicians. 

Their repertoire consists of the different traditional Western African rhythm, musical montages based on this rhythm and their own original creations. The unique mixture of the djembe, dumdum, balafon, bara, goni and song creates a marvellous sound. 

The entire musical world of percussion, dance and song of West Africa follows the artists during their concerts and their performances explode with energy and force.
